Let's be honest, | did not expect less from the readers.

However, | noticed three types of reactions | would like to
address:

e |t was not a Ruby revoluticn, it was a Rails revolution
e The revolution has stalled due to no major enterprise
backing

e The revolution will only be over when we will reach a
greater adoption

First of all, as Joe correctly mentioned, for me, the
revolution is not about specifics or individuals. It's really
about the big picture.

The influence Ruby had and still has on the IT world
seems to be undermined by some.

Ruby is a dynamic, truly Object Oriented precgramming
scripting language designed for humans first.

The real paradigm shift is in the fact that Ruby was
designed to make programming fast, enjoyable and easy
instead of being optimized for the machines running it.
This is for me the essence of the reveolution and it is
meant to transcend the scope of the Ruby language.

The way | see it, Yukihiro Matsumoto (Matz) is more of an
artist than a technician. He had a vision for software
development. Programming languages cannot be

I attended all 3 daysof the
conference, and though I didn't understand all of the Japanese talks { Leonard Chin
did a great job translating the keynotes and some of the other major talks) itgave me a

whole new perspective on Ruby and the Ruby community.

The Hierarchy of the Ruby Community

As a Rubyist, I use the Ruby language almost every day. I know most of the stdlib and
its methods without thinking. There are certain things I love aboutit and certain things
1 hate. Have I ever thought about submitting a patch to the Ruby language? No. There
are a couple reasons for this: I don't really know C; Ruby's openness lets me change the
stdlib without changing the language itself. Something I hadn't really thought about
before, though, is that I'm not a language implementer. In fact, thisappliesto
basically every Rubyist outside of Japan. Rubyists in the US and the rest of the world
fitinto different parts of the Ruby Hierarchy. Japan, and Ruby Kaigi, however, is the
home of language implementers. There's something completely and utterly different
about language vs framework vs plugin vs app. The discussions on a language level are
on a much higher level. As Matz revealed in his keynote, there are a bunch of language
feature branches that he's been just toying with, some that have been sitting there for
months. Maost of them might never be part of Ruby. Thinking about the implications of
a new feature, or a change in Ruby’'s API, made me realize just how different the

thought processes are within the different levels of the community.
